Getting Started –What you need:  

 Your Library Card 

 Your Home Computer 

If you are using an e-reader or your  

computer, you must install and register Adobe Digital 

Editions on your computer before you can use eBooks. 

 

If you are using a mobile device (Android or iOS), 

you must first install and register the OverDrive Media 

Console Mobile App for free from your APP Store  

before you can use OverDrive eBooks.   

 

Compatibility 

OverDrive Catalog: 

To search the library’s collection of eBooks visit:  

overdrive.libraryweb.org 

 

Browse for titles under eBook Fiction or eBook  

Nonfiction down the left-hand side in the purple bar  

My e-reader has Wi-Fi capability, can I download a book 

directly to my e-reader? 

If you have an iPad, iPhone, iPod Touch or a supported  

Android Smartphone, you can download eBooks directly  

using the OverDrive Media Console App.  If you have any 

other supported e-readers, you will need to download the 

book from OverDrive to your computer and transfer the book 

to your e-reader using Adobe Digital Editions. 

 

Can I return an eBook early? 

Yes, using Adobe Digital Editions you can return a book  

early.  See the information on Adobe Digital Editions in this 

pamphlet.   

* If you are using a mobile device, you cannot return eBooks 

early in the OverDrive Media Console App.  You can however, 

log into your OverDrive Digital Account at  

overdrive.libraryweb.org and download the book you want to 

return early to a computer that has Adobe Digital Editions 

installed (it must be authorized with the same  

AdobeID).  Then return the book from Adobe Digital Editions 

(see Adobe Digital Editions in this pamphlet). You will then 

need to delete the book from you mobile device.  

 

When my checkout time is over, does the eBook  

disappear from my e-reader?   

No.  You will need to remove the book from your e-reader by 

connecting it to your computer and opening Adobe Digital 

Editions.  You can delete the book from your e-reader in  

Digital Editions.  When your book expires, you will no longer 

be able to read it on your device.   

 

Can I renew a book?  

No, you cannot renew a book.  However, you are able to 

check the book out again if a copy is available.  You will need 

to find the book in the OverDrive Catalog and check it out and 

download it again so that the license file is updated. 

 

Why isn’t my e-reader displaying as a bookshelf in Digital 

Editions?   

Try closing and re-opening Digital Editions while your  

e-reader is connected to your computer.   

To Download an eBook, click “add to digital 

cart” (shown with the pink arrow below). You will 

be prompted to enter your library card number.  

Choose how long you wish to borrow the book for 

(7, 14, or 21 days).  Once you have checked the 

book out, a Download button will appear and  

enable you to download the book to your computer.  

You want to choose the option to OPEN with Digital 

Editions, not save the file. 

 

Use the Advanced Search to view only titles that 

are available for check out right this moment.  Be 

sure to limit your Format to Adobe EPUB eBook, 

and check the box “Only show titles with copies 

available”.  You can (but do not have to) add any 

Kindles and Kindle Apps  

are now supported! 



Adobe Digital Editions is free software and is used to manage eBook collections, read eBooks on the computer and 

transfer eBooks to e-readers.  It can be downloaded at overdrive.libraryweb.org under “Software Downloads” at the  

bottom of the left-hand column. 

 

Authorizing Digital Editions: 

After you install Adobe Digital Editions, you will be prompted to authorize the computer with an AdobeID.  If you do 

not already have an AdobeID and password, you can create one by clicking the link to “get an Adobe ID online” or 

by going to: adobe.com/cfusion/membership/  (click on Create an Adobe Account).   

**If you were required to register your e-reader using an email address, you must create an AdobeID using the 

same email address. ** 

 

You will also need to authorize your e-reader with the same AdobeID you used to authorize your computer.  The 

first time you connect your e-reader to your computer and open Adobe Digital Editions, it should recognize that you 

have a new device.  You will be prompted to authorize the e-reader with the same AdobeID. 

 

Using Digital Editions: 

When you checkout and download your book from OverDrive, the book will open in Adobe Digital Editions, it will 

open in Reading View (outlined in Pink Below).  If you are going to read the book on your computer, you may be 

able to increase the print size, add and view bookmarks, and in some cases print portions of the book (this will be 

dependent on publisher allowances).   

 

Transferring an eBook to an e-Reader:  

Connect your e-reader to your computer and open Adobe Digital Editions.  If you switch to Library View (outlined in 

The OverDrive Media Console is a free app that can be downloaded from the iTunes Store or Android Market.  It is  

compatible with many iOS and Android Devices.  Users can download audiobooks and eBooks wirelessly to their mobile 

devices using this App.  *PDF eBooks and WMA audiobooks are not compatible with the OverDrive Media Console 

App.* 

 

Authorizing OverDrive Media Console 

Once the app is installed, you will need to authorize it with an AdobeID.  If you do not have an AdobeID, you can create 

one by visiting: adobe.com/cfusion/membership/  (click on Create an Adobe Account).   

 

If you are using an Apple Device, open the OverDrive Media Console and tap “Get Books +” button in the upper right 

corner of the screen.  Tap “Settings” at the bottom of the screen– under “eBook Settings”, tap “Authorize with AdobeID”.  

Enter your AdobeID and tap “Authorize.” 

 

If you are using an Android device, open the OverDrive Media Console, press the “Menu Key” and tap “App Settings”, 

and enter your AdobeID. 

 

Downloading  

Open the OverDrive Media Console on your mobile device.   

If you are using an Apple Device, tap “Get Books +” button in the upper right corner of the screen.  Tap “Add a  

Website.”   

If you are using an Android device, press the “Menu Key” and tap “Add a Website.” 

 

All mobile users:  

Enter your zip code and tap Search.  Select your local library from the list of results, and then tap Monroe County  

Library System.  You will be directed to the mobile OverDrive Catalog where you can search for and check out eBooks.  

When you download the eBook you have checked out, it will open in Overdrive Media Console App. 

Deleting Books in Digital Editions 

If your book has expired (you did not 

return it early), you will need to Delete 

the Item from your computer and your  

e-reader device.   

 

In the top left corner of the book (when in 

Library View), activate the drop down 

menu and select “Delete Item.” 

 

To Remove a Title from your e-reader, 

connect your device to your computer 

Please note, you cannot return eBooks early using 

the OverDrive Media Console App.  If you want to 

return a book early, you must download the book 

to your computer (that has Adobe Digital Editions 

installed and Authorized).  You can then return the 
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Transferring Books to your Kindle or 

device with Kindle App installed:  

For Kindles and mobile devices with  

Wi-Fi Access:  

* eBooks cannot be transferred on the 3G Network, 

After you have checked out your book on Overdrive, 

and followed the links to get the Kindle Book, you will 

a button in Amazon to Get Library Book (shown be-

low).  Select the device that you wish to deliver the 

book to.   

(Note that you must have registered your device with 

Connect your device to 

a wireless network, and 

turn your device on.  If 

you are using the Kindle 

App, launch the App.  

The devices should sync 

with Amazon and your 

Kindle App Users, you may need to navigate to  

Archived Items and click on the book in order  

For Kindles that do not have Wi-Fi Access:  

You will need to download the eBook from Amazon, 

to your computer and transfer the book to your  

Kindle using the USB Connector.  For instructions on 

how to transfer books to your Kindle using the USB

(note this URL is case sensitive) 
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Getting Started –What you need:

 Visit Overdrive overdrive.libraryweb.org  to

Overdrive Digital BookShelf..  When you click on the 

Get for Kindle button, you will be directed to the  

Amazon website, where you will be prompted to login
